Enact further professional learning in the Science of Reading, to expand shared 
understanding and consistent teacher practice in enhancing the development of student 
language and literacy skills across learning areas. 

Further strengthen staff data literacy to use disaggregated data to inform implementation of 
differentiated strategies for individual students and students in priority groups. 

Strengthen the capability of teachers to implement differentiated, focused and intensive 

teaching to ensure all students are given appropriate learning opportunities and tailored 

support that recognise and respond to their individual learning needs.
